Go down there and buy some for us, so 

that we may live and not die.”

42:6, “... when Joseph’s brothers arrived, 

they bowed down to him with their faces 

to the ground.”

9, Then he remembered his dreams about 

them ...

Joseph was not sure if they have changed.

“Spies !!”,  “ No,.. honest men, not spies.” 

“12 spying.., 14 spies.., 16 spies.. ”

“unless.. bring your youngest brother..”

They were imprisoned for 3 days.

us ?” 

They told Jacob everything.

Reuben offered his 2 sons as 

sureties.  NO.

Genesis 43:1, The famine were still severe in the land..

Judah offered himself as guarantee of the safe return of Benjamin.

v11-15, with gifts, double amount of silver, and Benjamin ..hurried down ..

v23,  “It’s all right,” he said. 

“Don’t be afraid. Your God, 

the God of your father, has 

given you treasure in your 

sacks; I received your silver.” 



Restitution

43:30, seeing Benjamin.. Joseph wept

It is a strange dinner at noon. 

They were seated in the order of their 

ages ! ..  in astonishment !

v34, ,, they feasted and drank freely with 

him.



v13, At this, they tore their cloth ... 

returned to the city



What is this you have done ?



Restitution

27 “Your servant my father said to us, ‘You know that my wife bore me two sons. 28 One of 

them went away from me, and I said, “He has surely been torn to pieces.” And I have not 

seen him since. 29 If you take this one from me too and harm comes to him, you will bring 

my gray head down to the grave in misery.’

30 “So now, if the boy is not with us when I go back to your servant my father, and if my 

father, whose life is closely bound up with the boy’s life, 31 sees that the boy isn’t there, he 

will die. Your servants will bring the gray head of our father down to the grave in sorrow. 32 

Your servant guaranteed the boy’s safety to my father. I said, ‘If I do not bring him back to 

you, I will bear the blame before you, my father, all my life!’

33 “Now then, please let your servant remain here as my lord’s slave in place of the boy, and 

let the boy return with his brothers. 34 How can I go back to my father if the boy is not with 

me? No! Do not let me see the misery that would come on my father.”

Restitution – repentance of sin

Redemption – rescue of Israel
